1.Go to the website http://postulaciones.ucsc.cl. 
Were commend accessing it from a computer. Once there, you will
see a screen like the one below:

2.Before selecting the login option, the user must be registered.
If you are not registered, select the option “Regístrese ahora”
(Register now):



3. If you do not reside in Chile, select the “Passport or ID Card” option.
Enter the requested information and select “Crear Nuevo Usuario” 
(Create New User).
You will then be able to return to the main screen and log in to the system
using the information you have just created.



4.The online application system will display the following screen.
Here, you can see if there are any applications already created
and/or create a new application. To create a new application for an
exchange, select “Programa de Intercambio (Estudiantes
extranjeros)” (Exchange Program (Foreign Students)). 



5. When you select the option “Exchange Program (Foreign
Students),” you can begin entering the various details requested on
the application form. First, you must complete your personal and
educational background information.

Only PDF, JPG, and PNG files can be uploaded. Validate
that the file name does not contain any extra dots or
spaces. For example: Incorrect: “photocopy.ID.pdf”
or“photocopyID.pdf” Correct: “photocopy_ID.pdf”
